There is to be a meeting early next year to arrange a social event to celebrate the Queen’s Jubilee on the extended Bank Holiday weekend Thur 2nd, Fri 3rd June 2022. S Shepherdson to look at obtaining funding from ERYC. 
DEFIBRILLATOR

The Parish Council agreed to funding the annual cost of around £30 for a defibrillator. Funding is available to purchase one with a provisional site of the Church Room/Village Hall subject to obtaining permission from the church. 

OTHER BUSINESS
The re-siting of the village noticeboard was discussed. It is currently sited next to the old unused bus stop and site of the former phone box. It was suggested that it be moved across the road to a more accessible and safer position where people pass while walking dogs etc.
