
Minutes of the meeting of Grindale Parish Council held at 7.00 pm in the Church Room, Grindale on Monday 9th January 2023.
The meeting started with Chairman Richard Jackson asking for a minute’s silence to reflect on the sad deaths since the previous meeting of former Councillors Edward Jackson and David Atkinson both farmers in the parish, and Rosemary (Jean) Thompson, church organist. All will be remembered for their work for the village.

Declaration of interest – none
Minutes of the meeting held 30th May 2022
Matters arising.
After struggling to get an electrician to quote for fitting a defibrillator in the church porch, Walkers of Beeford visited the church to quote for the job to be told that they would not be able to drill though the walls so were unable to provide a quote. Subsequently Reverend Glyn Owen said that the fitting can go ahead.
Vacancy for a Parish Councillor – ERYC has been notified and the position has been advertised on the noticeboard and the Grindale facebook group.
Pit Site Grazing licence renewal is to be advertised on the noticeboard and local facebook group and Councillors to be informed via email/telephone of any bids.
Payment requests have been made by ERYC for streetlighting, Zurich for insurance, Church Rooms for the hire of hall, EASY for the domain name, HW Atkinson for grasscutting in the churchyard. Going forward the Parish Council decided to no longer pay the CPRE or pay for the churchyard grass to be cut.
Appointing a new Clerk to the Parish. Pam Dobson has agreed informally to be locum clerk with immediate effect from 1st March 2023. Current clerk to liaise with regards to handover of records and laptop.
Joining ERNLLICA. This will cost £170 -payable annually in April although they are willing to allow us to join now with nothing more to pay until April 2024. It was decided to wait and ask the new clerk.
Set precept. Assuming that current bills (£275.83) would increase by 10%, four meetings per annum would be held (£20 each) and the new cost of employing a Clerk, The precept is to be raised to £2000.
Future of the Church room – decision made by the church to sell commercially.
Any other business
The clerk had not completed the rough sleepers return due November 2022 due to family bereavement.
Robin Fletcher had asked the Clerk if daytime meetings would be possible. This was put to the Councillors and one voted for, two were against and the next meeting will be in the evening.
There is a report of people meeting by the bin by the pond to exchange newspapers (commercial) including using the bin for a large number of unsold papers. Sharon Shepherdson is to put a sign on the bin asking them to be considerate of noise levels.
