DECLARATIONS OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE were duly signed by the above Councillors.
APOLOGIES:   An apology was received from Cllr R A Atkinson 
DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST:  None
ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN:  D Atkinson proposed by R Fletcher, seconded by 

B Atkinson, no other proposals.  All agreed. D Atkinson declared elected. 

MINUTES:  The minutes of the previous A.G.M. held on the 30th May 2018 were read and all agreed that they be signed as a true record. 

MATTERS ARISING:  None 
ELECTION OF VICE-CHAIRMAN:  Held over to the next meeting
ELECTION OF CLERK/R.F.O.:  Unfortunately, no alternative arrangements for a new Clerk/RFO to replace Mrs H Bingley, who stood down both from this position and also as a Councillor at the recent parish council elections, had been put in place.  In the circumstances, to facilitate completion of the audit for 2018-2019 and to keep things going in the short term, Mrs Bingley agreed to continue in post on a temporary and voluntary basis, whilst the Council urgently considered its options and the best way forward
APPOINTMENT OF INTERNAL AUDITOR FOR 2019-2020: Held over to next meeting
FINANCE:  a)  Internal Auditor’s Report  The meeting received the Internal Auditor’s Report, which was satisfactory
b)  Internal Auditor’s Remuneration.  Mrs Duerden did not charge the Council for her efforts.  The Clerk to arrange for a small gift in gratitude

c)  Certificate of Exemption re limited assurance review  It was agreed that the Clerk/RFO and Chairman  complete and submit the required self-certification to claim this exemption for 2018-2019.
d)  Approval of the Annual Governance Statement  B Atkinson proposed, seconded by 

R Fletcher and all agreed, that the Annual Governance Statement be approved (Minute reference 2019/1)  The Chairman duly signed the statement in confirmation.

e)  Approval of Accounts for 2018/2019  Copies of the accounts were circulated.   

B Atkinson proposed, seconded by R Fletcher and all agreed that the accounts be approved and the Chairman signed the Statement of Accounts accordingly (Minute reference 2019/2)
CO-OPTION TO FILL VACANCIES FOR COUNCILLORS:  Just four Councillors had been elected to the Council in the recent Parish Council elections, leaving three vacancies.  The ERYC had confirmed that these places can be filled by co-option.  Richard Jackson had indicated his willingness to be co-opted on to the Council.  Cllr D Atkinson proposed and all agreed that Mr R Jackson be duly co-opted.  Councillors to make enquiries regarding others willing to be co-opted to fill the remaining two vacancies. 
A.O.B.  The ERYC, who host the website for the Parish Council had sought permission for the website to be transferred to their new host server.  This permission had been duly given.
There was further discussion with regard to the best way forward for the Council.  It was agreed that all councillors do their best to obtain further information about options, e.g. the cost and implications re future Council Tax increases of employing a Part-time Clerk/RFO, the possibility of being combined with a neighbouring Parish Council and the consequences of that.  It was suggested that the ERYC may be able to offer advice.  All information to be brought back to the next Council meeting, to collate options which could, if considered appropriate, be put to parishioners at a public meeting.
