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MINUTES OF THE GRINDALE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING HELD IN THE CHURCH ROOM GRINDALE ON WEDNESDAY 30th MAY 2018 AT 7.45 PM

PRESENT:  7 electors.  Mr D W Atkinson, Parish Council Chairman chaired the meeting.
APOLOGIES:  There were apologies from Mr R A Atkinson
MINUTES:  The minutes of the previous A.P.M. held on the 31st May 2017 were read and all agreed that these be signed as a true record. 

MATTERS ARISING:  None
PARISH COUNCIL CLERK/RFO’S REPORT:  The Clerk/RFO reported as follows:
Administration  The new notice board has been erected.  Parish Council documents are published here in hard form as well as on the Parish Council website

Data Protection.  The new Data Protection legislation is being considered by the Council, with a view to what action is necessary  An initial audit would appear to indicate that very little personal information is held by the Council.  All documents are kept securely and the only personal information on the website relates to elected officers and required Declarations of Interest.
Finance  A precept of £1250 was set for 2018/2019. The £250 increase this year was considered necessary due to the receipt of a late invoice from Ullyotts for £1731.80 plus VAT dating back to 2013/2014 . This was subsequently credited pending negotiations for a reduction and an amended invoice for c £1000 is now awaited.

The Parish Council approved the accounts for 2017/2018 at their meeting earlier this evening.  Copies of the Receipts and Payments accounts are available tonight.  The full return and all financial documents are being made available for inspection from the 4th June. The official notice for this will be on the notice board and website.  Copies of the annual return, certificate of exemption, internal auditor’s report and associated documents will all be available on the website from this weekend. 

Pit Site  As agreed, a notice had again been placed on the village notice board inviting tenders for the 364 day grazing licence for the Pit Site.  Just one tender had been received, from Mr R Garbutt, in the sum of £100.  The grazing licence was duly issued to Mr Garbutt, who will use the land to graze sheep as previously.
Planning   No planning applications this year

Maintenance  Urgent maintenance issues have been reported to the ERYC during the year, but the response has been disappointing, particularly with regard to potholes and the flooding at the junction of Gosling Slack and North Burton Lane

Burial Ground The Parish Council continues to pay for the mowing of the burial ground.  It should be noted that the charge for this has not increased since 2008.
Safety  The Parish Council continues to have concerns regarding the speed of traffic travelling through the village, but we are advised that  the possibility of the police attending with a speed trap is highly unlikely.

CHURCH ROOM MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE REPORT:  On behalf of Mr R A Atkinson, the Chairman reported little change, with everything currently satisfactory.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS  Roadside Verges.  With grass growing rapidly and the Council’s mowing team still awaited, there was an expression of appreciation for the efforts of local farmers to maintain sight lines at junctions in the parish.
Burial Ground  Following concerns from the Diocesan Architect, the PCC of St Nicholas had arranged for six trees to be felled to prevent damage to walls and potentially to both the church building and an electricity transformer.  One of the trees had proved to be rotten at its core.  Seven replacement trees had been planted, which should not grow as large – Alder, Hornbeam (2), Rowan, Laburnum and Holly (2)
Motor Crime  Following some local incidents, the Police are encouraging local residents to report any observed incidents that might be suspicious, e.g. vehicles regularly driving round the village, going into stack yards, etc.
There being no further business, the Chairman declared the meeting closed at 8.40 pm.
