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MINUTES OF THE GRINDALE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING HELD IN THE CHURCH ROOM GRINDALE ON WEDNESDAY 31st MAY 2017 AT 7.30 PM

PRESENT:  5 electors.  Mr D W Atkinson, Parish Council Chairman chaired the meeting.
APOLOGIES:  There were apologies from Mr R A Atkinson and Mr G Kirk
MINUTES:  The minutes of the previous A.P.M. held on the 25th May 2016 were read and all agreed that these be signed as a true record. 

MATTERS ARISING:  None
PARISH COUNCIL CLERK/RFO’S REPORT:  The Clerk/RFO reported as follows:
Administration  i)  In accordance with the Transparency Code, the Parish Council now has a website and all documents which we are required to publish may be viewed on it at http://www.grindaleparish.org.uk/ 

ii)  The Parish Council has also purchased a computer and printer with the grant funds supplied by government. 

iii)  A gift from the North Wolds Lions in recognition of the Queen’s 90th birthday was put towards the purchase of a new Parish Notice board.  This has now been delivered and will be erected shortly.

Finance  A precept of £1000, the same as the last three years was set for 2017/2018.

Copies of the unaudited accounts for 2016/2017 are available, and once the internal audit has been completed, these will go to Council for approval and publication in due course on the website and notice board.

Pit Site  As agreed, a notice had again been placed on the village notice board inviting tenders for the 364 day grazing licence for the Pit Site.  Just one tender had been received, from Mr R Garbutt, in the sum of £100.  The grazing licence was duly issued to Mr Garbutt, who will use the land to graze sheep as previously.

Planning   Two applications have been considered i) 16/03730/PLF  The Grange, Grindale, erection of replacement agricultural storage building following demolition of existing – Permission granted  ii) 17/00476/PLF High Caythorpe Farm, Rudston, erection of two linked (pig finishing) buildings with associated feed bins and hard standing area – Permission granted

Maintenance  Urgent maintenance issues have been reported to the ERYC during the year.

On May 26th, the Chairman accompanied ERYC officers on a village walkabout to identify issues for the Village Taskforce. A schedule had been received detailing a small number of issues to be dealt with by the Taskforce, and some others, including some potholes, which will go forward to highways and hopefully be completed in due course.  It is clear that lack of funding is now greatly restricting what can be done, and it appears that there will be new pressure on parish councils to undertake work themselves. 

Phone Box  BT had written to the Parish Council advising that it was their intention to remove the public payphone because of low usage.  Three options were offered: a) to agree to the removal of the payphone and box, b) to agree to the removal of the payphone but to adopt the box for £1 or c) to object to the loss of the payphone.  After a lengthy discussion, including consideration of possible alternative uses for the box, it was finally agreed to respond as per option a) removal of the payphone and box, as there were concerns regarding possible liability and future maintenance issues if the box were retained.

Safety  The Parish Council continues to have concerns regarding the speed of traffic travelling through the village, but we are advised that  the possibility of the police attending with a speed trap is highly unlikely.

CHURCH ROOM MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE REPORT:  On behalf of Mr R A Atkinson, the Chairman reported that three new heaters (to replace the previous four heaters) had been installed in the church room at a cost of £820.  All electrics had been checked and certified for two years.  After receipt of hiring charges for the hall in connection with the forthcoming general election, there remains a shortfall in funds to meet these costs, which will be met from church funds.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS  The Parish Clerk drew attention to an offer received from Healthwatch to come to meet and speak with residents at a coffee morning or similar.  It was felt that there would be little interest and agreed that the offer be declined.
There being no further business, the Chairman declared the meeting closed at 8.05 pm.
