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MEETING OF GRINDALE PARISH COUNCIL HELD IN THE CHURCH ROOM GRINDALE ON TUESDAY 16th JANUARY 2018 AT 7.30PM

PRESENT:  Cllrs D W Atkinson, RA Atkinson, H Bingley, R Fletcher and G Kirk. 
APOLOGIES:  Mr R Jackson
The Meeting commenced with a short time of silence in remembrance of Cllr J Taylor who had sadly died.  This was led by the Chairman, who paid tribute to Mrs Taylor’s 14 years of service as Parish Councillor 
DECLARATIONS OF PECUNIARY OR NON-PECUNIARY INTERESTS:  Cllr G Kirk declared a pecuniary interest in item 4 Payment to Dot and Dab
MINUTES:  The minutes of the meeting held on the  9th June 2017 were approved and signed as a true record. 

MATTERS ARISING:   Payment to Dot and Dab re Notice Board.  The invoice in the sum of £190.94 had only just been received.  Councillors approved the payment.  It was noted that there were some difficulties with the locks.  Dot and Dab to investigate.
FINANCE:    

a)  2016-2017 Audit  This had been completed.  Attention had been drawn to a slight error in the dates appointed for the exercise of public rights, which was duly noted.
b) Budget 2018-2019 Councillors considered figures presented by the Clerk/RFO.  Anticipated costs appeared very similar to the current year, however an unexpected invoice for £1731.80 plus VAT had been received from Ullyotts in respect of costs incurred in connection with the unsuccessful court case brought against the Parish Council by Mrs C Clark and other related matters in 2013 to 2014.  A full credit note had been issued against this invoice, pending further discussions with Ullyotts.  Whilst it is hoped that the bill can be reduced, Parish Council minutes recognise that £500 was owed, but not billed by September 2013, and further advice was sought after that date.
c) Precept 2018-2019  Councillors considered projections presented by the Clerk/RFO, based on an increased precept of £1250, which allowed for payment of the Ullyott invoice in full, should it be determined that no reduction could be agreed.  After some discussion and review of budgets and all figures, R A Atkinson proposed, seconded by R Fletcher and all agreed a precept of £1250 for the financial year 2018-2019 and the Chairman and Clerk signed the Precept Demand form accordingly.

e)  Appointment of Internal Auditor for 2017/2018  It was agreed that Mrs Anne Duerden be appointed internal auditor for the year 2017/2018.  Mrs Duerden has previous experience with Hunmanby Parish Council.  Remuneration to be agreed once time required for the work is known, but unlikely to be any more than previously (£25)
VACANCY FOR COUNCILLOR:  The Clerk confirmed that following advertisement of the vacancy, no election had been demanded and the Parish Council should now proceed to fill the vacancy by co-option. It was agreed that notices be placed on the notice board and on the website asking for anyone interested in becoming a councillor or wanting to make enquiries about it, to contact the Clerk
VILLAGE MAINTENANCE:  The meeting noted work completed following the Village walkabout with officers of the ERYC last May.  The Clerk to complete the feedback sheet, advising of matters outstanding (white lining and ‘Mere Lane’ sign replacement) and also expressing some concern with regard to the road surface repairs carried out; in particular the lack of repairs on the inside edge at the bend between iron hurdles and White Hill and also at the side of the road between Finley Hill and Argham Grange entrances.  The Clerk also to report that much of the resurfacing work carried out was breaking up, potholes were reappearing, and the jet sprayed tar was coming up off the road and adhering to the bodywork of cars, proving difficult to remove.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS:  None.
There being no further business, the chairman declared the meeting closed at 8.35 pm.
