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MEETING OF GRINDALE PARISH COUNCIL HELD IN THE CHURCH ROOM GRINDALE ON MONDAY 19th DECEMBER 2016 AT 7.30PM

DECLARATIONS OF PECUNIARY OR NON-PECUNIARY INTERESTS:  
Councillors D W Atkinson and R A Atkinson declared a pecuniary interest in Agenda item 7, Planning application 16/03730/PLF.
MINUTES:  The minutes of the meeting held on the 16th March 2016 were approved and signed as a true record. 

MATTERS ARISING: 
Parish Council Website:  The website is now set up and active and may be accessed via the link http://www.grindaleparish.org.uk/
Maintenance:   Despite being reported to the ERYC on a number of occasions, the pothole in Mere Lane had still not been repaired.  The Clerk to contact Highways to remind them and also mention a number of others in the parish, particularly at the side of the road near Finley Hill Farm entrance.
FINANCE:

Audit of Accounts 2015-2016:  The audit had now been completed with no issues.  The required notice and copy of the Audit documents had been published as required.

Precept for 2017-2018:  Councillors considered proposed expenditure. Little variation was anticipated on current figures.  Mr D W Atkinson offered to continue mowing the burial ground at the same charge as previously, £275 plus VAT, which is considerably less than the market price.  Cllr R A Atkinson proposed, seconded by Cllr R Fletcher and all agreed a precept of £1000 for 2017-2018, the same as for the current year.

Appointment of Internal Auditor:  The Clerk to speak with other local Clerk/RFOs to determine whether a reciprocal arrangement for internal audit might be possible.
FUTURE OF BRITISH TELECOM PUBLIC PHONEBOX IN FRONT STREET

Councillors considered a letter received from the ERYC regarding BT’s proposed removal of the public payphone in Grindale because of low usage.  The three options for the parish council are:  a) to agree to the removal of the payphone and box as no longer required; b) to agree to the removal of the payphone but to adopt the box at a cost of £1; and c) to object to the loss of the payphone.

After some discussion, particularly about possible adoption and local alternative use benefits, but also the associated maintenance and liability issues, it was decided to respond with agreement to option a), the removal of the payphone and the box as no longer required.
NOTICE BOARD:  Action regarding a replacement Parish Council notice board, utilising the North Wolds Lion’s donation of £200 is ongoing.

At this point Cllr D W Atkinson handed over the Chairmanship of the meeting to Cllr R Jackson (Vice-Chairman).  Cllrs D W Atkinson and R A Atkinson moved to the public gallery. taking no part in the next item.
PLANNING APPLICATION 16/03730/PLF  -  THE GRANGE, GRINDALE.

Erection of replacement agricultural storage building following demolition of existing, for H W Atkinson & Sons
Councillors considered plans received for this replacement building.  Cllr R Fletcher proposed, seconded by Cllr H Bingley and all agreed that the application was acceptable and that no objections be raised.  The Clerk to notify the planning authority accordingly.
At this point Cllr D W Atkinson took over Chairmanship of the meeting from Cllr R Jackson and he and Cllr R A Atkinson returned to the councillor seating.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS:  The Clerk reported on a number of companies approaching the council with regard to the supply of public defibrillators.  Councillors agreed not to proceed on the basis of cost (c £1600) and the proximity to Bridlington Hospital.
With regard to concerns about speeding traffic through the village, Cllr D W Atkinson advised that he had been informed that there was little hope of the police undertaking local speed enforcement action at any time in the foreseeable future
