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MEETING OF GRINDALE PARISH COUNCIL HELD IN THE CHURCH ROOM GRINDALE ON MONDAY 27th MARCH 2017 AT 7.30PM

APOLOGIES:  An apology for absence was received from Cllr R A Atkinson
DECLARATIONS OF PECUNIARY OR NON-PECUNIARY INTERESTS:  None
MINUTES:  The minutes of the meeting held on the 19th December 2016 were approved and signed as a true record. 

MATTERS ARISING: 
Planning Application 16/03730/PLF  -  The Grange, Grindale.  Approved, subject to conditions
Maintenance:   The pothole in Mere Lane has been repaired.  ERYC had advised that the main road through Grindale is checked monthly, however, the meeting noted that no further pothole repairs had been carried out.
PLANNING APPLICATION 17/00476/PLF Erection of two linked (pig finishing) buildings with associated feed bins and hard standing area at High Caythorpe Farm, Rudston:  Councillors considered the plans.  R Jackson proposed and all agreed that the Parish Council offer no observations on this application.
PIT SITE:  Tenders had been invited for the 364 day grazing licence.  Just one had been received, from Mr R Garbutt, the previous licencee, requesting a licence on the same terms as for 2016/2017.  It was agreed that a 364 day licence be granted to Mr Garbutt on payment of the licence fee of £100.
INTERNAL AUDITOR:  The Clerk/RFO advised that Mr Peter Brunt, a retired accountant and resident of Wold Newton had kindly agreed to undertake the internal audit for Grindale Parish Council.  Councillors duly appointed Mr Brunt as Internal Auditor.  Remuneration to be agreed and confirmed in due course.

NOTICE BOARD:  Enquiries had been ongoing to try to have a notice board made locally in an effort to keep costs down, but had proved unsuccessful.  Burton Fleming Parish Council has a notice board, just as required, so details were obtained and these circulated to the meeting.  After some discussion, including looking at current reserves and noting the North Wolds Lions’ donation of £200 already received towards this, it was agreed, proposed by R Fletcher, seconded by G Kirk and all in favour, that a two bay hardwood board be purchased from Woodcraft (UK) Ltd, with fixed header board and carved inscription “GRINDALE PARISH COUNCIL”.  The cost according to the 2017 price list to be £886.20 plus VAT, plus delivery charge.  It was noted that this compared favourably with other similar boards viewed online.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS:  The Clerk advised of a consultation about to take place regarding the “Draft Land to the North of Bridlington Masterplan Supplementary Planning Document”.  Full details viewable online and at both local libraries.  A drop in session, with the opportunity to speak to a planning officer about the plan, will take place at the Bridlington North Library on 12th April 2017 from 2pm to 7pm.
There being no further business, the chairman declared the meeting closed at 8.10 pm.
