FINANCE:    a)  Completion of the 2017-2018 audit was noted.  All financial details had been published on the Council’s website as required under the latest Audit requirements and in accordance with which the authority has self-certified exemption re limited assurance review. No objections or enquiries had been received.
b)  Members considered budget figures for the year 2019 to 2020.  It was noted that the Clerk/RFO will be standing down in the spring, although will ensure that financial matters are completed for the current financial year and will remain available to facilitate a proper handover for continuity purposes. RE-NAMING OF PART OF ‘MERE LANE’ (Front Street to Boynton Lane):
At the request of residents on part of Mere Lane because of confusions caused by effectively having two ‘Mere Lanes’ in the village, ERYC has renamed the above section ‘Mereside’.  Grindale Parish Council had been consulted and, having previously asked for this, welcomed the decision.
VILLAGE MAINTENANCE:  Members noted the good work being done by ERYC to dig out grips to reduce the risks of standing water on the main road from Bridlington through the parish.

A request for replacement of the missing street name sign at the end of Gosling Slack had been unsuccessful, as the ERYC only places signs on roads which have properties on them.

There had been some disagreement as to whether Gosling Slack is the correct name for this road, but, having discovered the name on the 1910 valuation map it had been agreed to change the name to Gosling Slack on the ERYC ‘system’. (See ERYC letter 31.7.18)

SLOW BROADBAND:  Following a request from a resident, and aware that many people struggle with very slow broadband speeds in the village, the Clerk has submitted a request for a ‘ballpark’ figure for bringing Fibre broadband to the village.  Their response is still awaited.
