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MEETING OF GRINDALE PARISH COUNCIL HELD IN THE CHURCH ROOM GRINDALE ON MONDAY 9th JULY 2018 AT 7.30PM

DECLARATIONS OF PECUNIARY OR NON-PECUNIARY INTERESTS:  Cllrs R A and D W Atkinson declared a pecuniary interest in item 6(b) on the agenda, Planning application 18/01641/PLF
MINUTES:  The minutes of the meeting held on the 16th January 2018 were approved and signed as a true record. 

MATTERS ARISING:   None
FINANCE:    

a)  Payment to Ullyotts   The late invoice for £1731.80 plus VAT received in respect of charges for professional services during 2013 to 2014 had been queried.  A revised bill for £833.33 plus VAT had now been received, which was unanimously approved for payment
b) Appointment of Internal Auditor  Cllr R Jackson was able to confirm that Mrs Anne Duerden will continue as Internal Auditor for the coming year as proposed at the AGM

PLANNING APPLICATIONS:  a)  18/01593/PLF  Erection of Agricultural Worker’s Dwelling at land west of Argham Fields Free Range Egg Unit, Bartindale Road, Grindale.  Having considered this application, a response that Grindale Parish Council had no observations was agreed.
At this point Cllr D W Atkinson handed over the Chairmanship of the meeting to Cllr R Jackson (Vice-Chairman).  Cllrs D W Atkinson and R A Atkinson moved to the public gallery. taking no part in the next item.

b)  18/01641/PLF – Erection of Agricultural Building at Westfield House, Burton Fleming Road, Grindale.  The plans were viewed and discussed and a response that Grindale Parish Council had no observations was agreed.
At this point Cllr D W Atkinson took over Chairmanship of the meeting from Cllr R Jackson and he and Cllr R A Atkinson returned to the councillor seating.

VILLAGE MAINTENANCE:  Flooding at Junction of Burton Fleming Road and Gosling Slack.  ERYC Highways department had spent some three days working on drainage at this site.  On the one occasion since when there had been heavy rain, no flooding occurred.
Bridlington Road:  The Council was pleased to note the good resurfacing work carried out to the full length of Bridlington Road.

PARISH COUNCIL NAME BANK:  The Clerk had been advised that a Name bank of possible road names had been set up for any future new developments in the parish.  These are often the names of local residents killed in military action or of local historic significance.  ERYC had placed one name on the list – William Stubbings – based on his having been churchwarden for 41 years.  After some discussion it was agreed that in the unlikely event of there being a new road to be named in this small parish, the singling out of one individual’s name would not be appropriate and that the preferred option would be to use a name linked to the locality, in keeping with other local road names.  The Clerk to inform ERYC accordingly.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS:  CPRE are presenting a petition to government objecting to proposals for changes to planning legislation that would allow exploratory fracking well applications to be fast tracked and prevent communities being able to make comment.  It was agreed that the Clerk subscribe to the petition on the Council’s behalf.
There being no further business, the chairman declared the meeting closed at 8.05 pm.
