PRESENT:  17 electors.  Mr R Jackson, Parish Council Chairman chaired the meeting.
APOLOGIES:  There were apologies from Mrs Norma Heeley
MINUTES:  The minutes of the previous A.P.M. held on the 30th May 2018 were read and all agreed that these be signed as a true record. 

MATTERS ARISING:  None
R Jackson thanked everyone for attending and also the Shepherdson family for the ‘mail drop’ informing all residents about this meeting resulting in a good turnout. Helen Hall was also thanked her work bringing the Website up to speed and making it far more informative and user friendly.
PARISH COUNCIL CLERK/RFO’S REPORT:  The Clerk/RFO reported as follows:
Administration  Sarah Silverwood became Parish Clerk in late 2019 following a period of the village failing to have a Clerk but unfortunately resigned due to personal reasons in late 2020. Sharon Shepherdson was elected Clerk at the Parish Council AGM earlier this evening but would be happy for the post to be taken by anyone else at any time.
Finance  A precept of £1250 was set for 2020/2021. This has not increased since 2018/2019. 
The Parish Council approved the accounts for 2020/2021 at a meeting earlier this evening. Copies of the Receipts and Payments accounts are available tonight. Copies of the annual return, certificate of exemption, internal auditor’s report and associated documents will all be available on the website. 
Planning  Two applications from Argham Free Range Egg Unit were received and the Parish Council had no objections. A further planning application was received from Rise Cottage earlier this evening and again had no objections from the Parish Council.
Maintenance  Urgent maintenance issues regarding the Pond Rail were reported to ERYC and duly repaired. Potholes on Church Lane have been reported by Sharon Shepherdson and will be reviewed on 31st August 2021.
Burial Ground The Parish Council continues to pay for the mowing of the burial ground.  

CHURCH ROOM MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE REPORT:  Mr R A Atkinson, the Chairman reported little change, with everything currently satisfactory. 
ANY OTHER BUSINESS  
The ‘Triangle’. The grass has still not being cut on this area. David Atkinson offered to make the initial cut, and John Ridsdale of Rise Cottage kindly offered to further maintain it to a reasonable level.
Dog Fouling This is sadly a problem in the village. Residents have made their own signage, Sharon Shepherdson to look at sourcing signs through ERYC and/or site a dog waste bin at the side of the pond.
Footpaths The edges of some footpaths are overgrown. Sharon Shepherdson to ask Liam Dealtry for advice of how to approach this.

Social Committee A new social committee open to everyone is to be formed to organise future social events including a coffee morning in September and a celebration for the Queen’s 70th Jubilee in 2022. The first meeting will be on 7pm October 13th 2021. Possible ideas included a sharing supper and a children’s event. 
There being no further business, the Chairman declared the meeting closed at 8. pm.
